Announcement and Background
Evart Car Club is an organization that works within and serves the local Evart area. This area can be 
defined by using the Evart school district as a guide. Evart Car Club is an IRS 501(c)(7) with a stated 
purpose: 

“To promote vehicles as a means to stimulate philanthropy
in support of Evart community activities.”

Because this is a competitive award, Evart Car Club or its designated judges
will make the final determination in making the award. Every attempt will be made to award the 
scholarship based on the attributes, requirements, and requested documents stated within the “Rules” of
this Scholarship Invitation.

Objective of the Award
Evart Car Club would like to see the scholarship used for educational and career purposes in the areas 
of:

• Automotive-related such as: Automobile Service; Automotive Design; and Vehicle Safety. 
• Philanthropy-related such as: Nonprofits; Directorates; Donations and Stewardship.
• Museum-related such as: Curator; Restoration; Development Manager.

Any Evart area school district resident intent in pursuing a career in any of these should consider 
applying for this scholarship.

Rules and Requirements
All of the following must be submitted when Evart Car Club or it’s Judges convene to determine the 
recipient of the Evart Car Club Scholarship. 

1. Complete the following steps and Mail to: Evart Car Club, PO Box 574, Evart MI 
49631

2. Proof of High School Completion: Diploma/Certificate & Final GPA.
3. Proof of acceptance or enrollment: Copy of enrollment or acceptance letter to a 

college or advanced training center.
4. Three letters of recommendation for this scholarship: Former/Current Teacher; 

Pastor/Minister; Business Person; or Career Counselor.
5. Letter from applicant, that must include: Contact Information and Mailing Address; 

Career Goal; Aspirations; Current Plan to attain goal(s); and Personal Economic 
Outlook.

Award
Allowing for any complications, the Evart Car Club Scholarship will be awarded during a regular 
meeting. Evart Car Club and it’s Judges will make the final $2,000 award determination in check form 
to one applicant during a given year. The recipient will also be given a free one year membership in the 
Evart Car Club and will be strongly encouraged to volunteer at the annual Car Show. If there is no 
applicant or applicants do not adhere to the Rules and Requirements, Evart Car Club is not obligated to 
make an award.
